Science
This half term, we are studying Materials. We will build upon our Year | learning by
exploring and classifying a range of materials before carrying out tests to find out the best
kind of material to make a coat and a pair of curtains. We will study the work of Charles
Macintosh to help us.

Computing
In Computing, we will be exploring stop motion animation using tablet devices. We will begin by

learning what animation and stop motion is before planning and creating our own stop motion
animation.

Religious Education

Physical Education
